Establishing Centre for Career Development 

Objective: 

To develop a new model for student counseling, career guidance and professional orientation in secondary schools in mechanical engineering. 

The project succeeded in establishing a pilot centre for student counseling and professional orientation with a database of information. The social partners were included and their role defined. 12 counselors and 150 students were trained. A career day was held in the 4 schools. As a result of the project activities and in particular thanks to the close collaboration with the social partners 24 students got jobs. Two documents are available in print from the contractor in Serbian: “Handbook for professional development and career guidance in secondary vocational schools”, and “Working paper for the establishment of a Centre for Career Development”.
