Objective: 

To set the conditions for acquiring qualifications

To write a manual and 

To implement training courses for teaching staff in Secondary Vocational Education in programming and operating CNC machines. 

The teaching staff is defined as the schools that deliver the pilot profile Operator of machine processing. The training is seen as a precondition that the schools can use the CNC equipment delivered in the VET1 programme. 

The school has a Centre for new technologies. 

4 manuals (with CD with key) were prepared and printed: „Napredna obuka za rukovanje CNC mašinama“, „Napredna obuka programiranja i rukovanja za mašine EMCO Concept Turn55 / Mill55, EMCO WinNC32 (Sinumerik 840D), EMCO Win 3D-view Turning / Milling.“  „Rešene veźbe strug“ and „Rešene veźbe glodalica“. 

This school had defined a Macro project for equipping secondary vocational schools with CNC equipment. This was a request from the Association of Schools with mechanical engineering in Serbia, however, this remained an exercise on paper. The information contained in the plan proved to be very useful when the strategy for the mechanical engineering equipment was going to be defined. 

The project fiche also mentions seminar in CNC programming to be conducted throughout Serbia at the request of MoES.
